You will be travelling in a team (not more than 12) of like-
minded people. During your trip you will be passing
through “orangutan country”, spotting nests, lone
individuals and maybe mothers with their babies. The
Adventure culminates at the world acclaimed
rehabilitation centre - Sepilok, where you will see
rehabilitated orangutans living free in the protected
reserve and visit their feeding platform.

Whether you are 25yrs old or 65yrs old this is the adventure for you, as during
the whole trip you can choose how much of the activities you take part in.
